The purpose of the competition is to showcase the 
beauty, versatility, and trainability of these rugged 
horses that roam freely on public lands throughout the 
West, where they are protected by the Bureau of Land 
Management under Federal law. The BLM periodically 
removes excess animals from the range to ensure herd 
health and protect rangeland resources. Thousands of 
removed animals are then made available each year to 
the public for adoption. All of the animals involved in 
the "Makeover" competition will be available for 
adoption at the Fort Worth event in September.
